To use TV with Surround sound
Must use vcr to do:

1. Turn on tv, set to channel 4

2. Turn on vcr, push tv/video button on vcr remote, or tv/vcr button on TV remote.
3. Turn on Receiver,set to Video 1

Change channels with the vcr remote

Use receiver remote or get up to adjust sound from big speakers on the receiver.  

Use volume adjust on tv remote to adjust sound from tv speakers.

To Watch VHS movie with Surround sound
Similar to above:

1. Turn on tv, set to channel 4

2. Turn on vcr, push tv/vcr button

3. Turn on Receiver, set to video 1

4. Put tape in and hit play on vcr remote
If it's a rental or library tape just put it in the vcr, it will play automatically

Use receiver remote or get up to adjust volume from speakers

Use volume on either vcr or tv remote to adjust volume on tv speakers.

1. To Use DVD Player with Surround sound
2. Turn on DVD player power

3. Turn on TV and Turn on Receiver

4. Set Receiver to Video 2

5. With TV remote press the tv/video (not tv/vcr) button 3 times until you see it says color stream. Screen will go blank.

6. Push Open/Close button on DVD, put disc in tray, push open/close again. Movie will probably start playing automatically.  If not, use the DVD remote and press Play. 

No sound will come from tv speakers.  All volume adjusts with Recevier remote.  

No rewinding needed for dvd's.  

After movie, press tv/video (not tv/vcr) one time to get back to tv channels or you can press either the channel up or channel down buttons and it will default back to tv.  Then you will only get sound from the tv speakers.
